Whereas, Their tireless efforts are especially critical today during the COVID-19
pandemic; and

Whereas, Public employees take not only jobs, but oaths; and

Whereas, Many public servants, including military personnel, police officers,
firefighters, border patrol officers, embassy employees, health care professionals and
others, risk their lives each day in service to the people of the United States and
around the world; and

WHEREAS, the City of Washougal is a thriving, cohesive community that values and stewards its
parks, open spaces, and natural bodies of water; and

WHEREAS, the Washougal community enjoys access and recreational activities in and around
multiple bodies of water, including LaWashougal Lake, LaWashougal Creek, Round Lake, Fallen

WHEREAS it is vitally important to communicate information about Water Safety rules and
programs to families and individuals of all ages, including private pool owners, or visitors to public
facilities, lakes, rivers, and waterparks;

May 2022, as:
