Avoid private property or restricted areas

Pick a time with good daylight and safe weather conditions

What to Bring

Your Washougal Wins! kit, including bucket, trash grabber, reflective band. The
reflective band can be worn on your person or on your bucket handle to increase
your visibility to motorists.

Gloves

Water

Hand sanitizer

Safety Tips

Never pick up hazardous materials

Report bulk items and hazardous materials
Work in pairs or tell someone where you'll be
Be cautious near roads and traffic

Stay visible; wear bright clothing
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e Wash your hands after cleaning up
Disposing of Litter
